What We Cover 
This four-day course will provide relevant training to allow paddlers to work towards 
sitting their BCU 4 Star White Water Kayak Leader Assessment. The 4 Star Leader 
Award is a discipline specific award and you will receive training in your chosen 
discipline and appropriate environment. For the 4 Star White Water Kayak Award this 
will take place in the appropriate moderate water environment (Grade 2 (3) ). 
 
Two days of the training course will be spent covering the BCU White Water Safety and 
Rescue course and two days of the course will be spent looking at the 4 Star White 
Water Kayak Leader syllabus which will include; personal paddling, leadership, 
equipment, and environmental awareness. 
 
The four day package will provide you with everything you need to progress on to 4 Star 
White Water Kayak Leader assessment. 
 
All of the above will be covered using any of the Lodge’s on site facilities of lecture 
rooms, rolling pool and pond, along with the local rivers that are most appropriate. 
The course will finish by giving you a clear feedback and an action plan as to how to 
progress to a BCU 4 Star White Water Kayak Leader Assessment.
